TREE PLANTING: Sherry Rego made a request on behalf of the South Hamilton Class of 1992 to have a
Celebration of Life Ceremony for Jesse Berhow in which a tree would be planted at the City Park in his
honor. The ceremony would take place the weekend of Jewell Jubilee. Gunderson made a motion approving
the request, pending the Mayor’s recommendation on tree species. Lorenzen seconded the motion. Roll Call
4—0. Motion carried.

CHICKENS IN JEWELL: Boor made a motion to revoke the December 31, 2022 deadline and revise the
ordinance to allow chickens to remain in the City of Jewell pending owners follow guidelines and in good
faith adhere to protocols set forth. All chicken owner’s must have a permit. Roethler seconded the motion.
Roll call 3—1: Boor-aye, Gunderson-nay, Lorenzen-aye, Roethler-aye. Motion carried.

SECOND READING OF ORDIANCE 296:

e The second reading of ordinance 296, pertaining to water rates in the city of Jewell was done. The
rate increase allows for a 20% increase to the minimum usage, from $25.28 to $30.34, and any
additional usage of 2,000 gallons would rise from $.85 to $1.02 per 100 gallons. Boor made a motion
to approve the second reading, allowing a 20% increase to water rates. Roethler seconded the
motion. Roll Call 4—0. Motion carried.



e Gunderson made a motion to waive the third reading of ordinance 296. Lorenzen seconded the
motion.

UTILITY BILLING UPGRADE: Utility Billing Clerk Mellissa Roethler explained the impending expiration
of the current software and the benefit of upgrading to an MRX transceiver to expediate and increase
efficiency in the processes of reading meters. Gunderson made a motion to approve the $2,100 Neptune 360
software, the $9,500 MRX transceiver, a $1,500 upgrade to current belt clip, and an $1,895 module with
Banyon Software for a total of $14,995. Lorenzen seconded the motion. Roll Call 4—0. Motion carried.

COMPENSATION PAY: Regina Beaune requested a 40 hour payout of compensation pay. Boor made a
motion approving the 40 hours of pay. Roethler seconded the motion. Roll Call 4—0. Motion carried.

CITY EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE:

e The Employee Committee recommended a $750 allowance for full time employees to use towards city
offered insurance. The City will be offering Wellmark Enhanced Blue 1500, dental and vision. There
will be no stipends or supplemental pay if employee opts out of the City offered insurance plan. Boor
made a motion to approve the Employee Committee’s recommendation. Gunderson seconded the
motion. Roll Call 4—0. Motion carried.

e Boor made a motion to approve Resolution 22:30, which specifies the $750 allowance for full time
employees, and any additional amount would be the employees’ responsibility. Roethler seconded the
motion. Roll Call 4—0. Motion carried.

CANCEL THE DECEMBER 26™ CITY COUNCIL MEETING: Boor made a motion to cancel the
December 26", 2022 City Council meeting. Roethler seconded the motion. Roll Call 4—0. Motion carried.

CITY SOCIAL MEDIA: Gunderson made a motion approving City Clerk Beaune to establish Facebook,
Snapchat, Instagram, or other social media platforms to reach a variety of audiences with pertinent city
information. Lorenzen seconded the motion. Roll Call 4—0. Motion carried.

ADJOURN: Gunderson made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Lorenzen seconded the motion.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
